You can learn about maintaining and 
enhancing your landscape through 
proper planning. The program includes 
a site visit by trained Master Gardener 
volunteers. Master Gardener teams 
educate homeowners on best 
management practices for a beautiful, 
healthy and sustainable landscape. This 
includes a focus on conservation 
practices to restore and protect our 
local watersheds, reducing the use of 
water, fertilizer, herbicides, and 
pesticides. 
 

The volunteers will evaluate and answer 
site specific questions regarding your 
property, such as: 

• Why are the plants in my yard not 
thriving? 

• What plants will grow well in my area 
of Henrico County? 

• What plants are on my property and 
how do I take care of them? 

• How can I improve the sustainability of 
my landscape? 

• How can I create habitat for beneficial 
wildlife like birds & bees?
